Students wanting to study at Oxford or 
Cambridge University; or study Medicine/
Veterinary/Dentistry are supported in their 
applications though additional internal and 
external programmes. This has consistently 
resulted in offers being made and students 
beginning degrees at leading universities. 

Recent successes include progression onto 
Cambridge, Durham, York, Nottingham, 
Loughborough, Warwick and Manchester 
universities to study a range of subjects 
including English, Law, Physics, Maths, 
Geography, Chemistry and Cyber Security.

The Henry Rogers 
Sixth Form Centre
Henry was in the Sixth Form at Queen’s 
Park High School when he tragically lost 
his life at the Hillsborough disaster. 

Shortly after, in memory of their son, his 
family set up the Henry Rogers Memorial 
Fund to support students at our school. 
One project to benefit from this fund 
was the refurbishment of the Sixth Form 
Centre. Within the Henry Rogers Sixth 
Form Centre there are facilities to enable 
students to revise, refresh and socialise. 
Additionally, Sixth Form students benefit 
from designated study and conference 
room spaces and a computer suite within 
the Library Learning Centre for timetabled 
independent study time, and their own on 
site café, ‘The Beach’.

All students will complete a one week 
work experience placement at the end 
of Year 12. Our links with businesses 
and providers such as The Pledge, and 
Young Chamber of Commerce mean 
that students develop employability skills 
alongside academic qualifications, making 
them truly prepared for their next steps in 
a competitive world.

Our Sixth Form is consistently successful in 
ensuring that all learners go on to further 
education, training or employment.

During their time in the Sixth Form, 
students will have access to a pastoral 
programme which supports students 
with decisions about, and applications to, 
university and apprenticeship providers. 
Through our World Views and Personal 
Development (WPD) programme, students 
work closely with a range of organisations 
to prepare them for life in modern Britain 
and the wider world by equipping them to 
be responsible, respectful, active citizens 
who contribute positively to society. 
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In 2024, one third of our university-bound students secured places at leading Russell Group universities,
ranked among the top 24 in the UK. This includes a Cambridge offer for English Literature.

* The option to take four A Level 
courses will be made only in exceptional 
circumstances 

Level 3 Package (mix of A Level and 
vocational Level 3 courses)

Grade 6 in Maths entry requirement to

Science 
Grade 6 in Science and maths 
recommended to study Biology, Chemistry 
and Physics A Levels.
